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Instructions: Remote Video Player
Step 1: 
Insert CD / Auto player will activate and open the Menu Window on its own. If it doesn’t then, proceed to step two - otherwise go to step three.

Step 2:
Open ‘My Computer’ / Open D: (Where D: is your CD/DVD drive) Click on ElevatedShots.exe this will open the Menu Window.
Step 3:
Highlight by clicking on the name of the session to watch. Click the Run button, this will auto start the Remote Player. It can take up to a full minute or more depending on the system to load the player and video files. (Please be patient)

With the remote player now activated, it will synchronize and load all camera data that was available at the time of the original recording.

The default view opens to ‘Single Camera’ change to Quad-View or Multi-View whichever is desired.

Use the Play and Save Buttons on the Video Player the same as the on-line player. For more instructions, unfold and see the inside of this pamphlet.

Slow Streaming Video –


If video tends to be jumpy – It can be smoothed out by copying files to a hard-drive. (Suggestion is to drag-and-drop ALL files right on the Desk Top for easy access.





When copying to computer, follow these three steps:
